3. Weekly assignments in singing English and Italian repertoire will be given and will be assessed by singing the
repertoire assigned the following week.

4. Weekly assignments on reading rhythm and sight singing will be given and assessed the following week
through reading the rhythm and sight singing melodic exercises. .
