2. Students will perform standard jazz literature that incorporates various uses of major/minor scales, church
modes and jazz scales incorporated into their music. Performance will be assessed by instructor observation.
3. Students will perform jazz music from various levels of difficulty.

4. Students will perform at least one public concert for the college and general public semester.
